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With over 100 collective and 11 solo exhibitions, the quiet power of Rodriguez’s surreal world have earned him 
a following recognized by juries and collectors alike. The past fifteen years have seen him winning top awards 
in both national and international museum competitions. He has represented his country at two international 
biennales (Central America and Caribbean) as well as having served as a judge at international competitions 
throughout Latin America. His work belongs to the collections of the Taipei Museum of Fine Arts in Taiwan, the 
Museum of Art and Design in Costa Rica, as well as private collections in Spain, New York, Miami, Canada, 
Mexico, Australia, Italy and Morocco.
